The children are taught Art and Design which is hased on the National
Curriculum and linked to termly topics to ensure an immersive approach to
this creative subject. Approximately thrice throughout the year, with a
rolling programme of two years in Keystage One and four years in
their knowledge, spirttual, social, moral, emotional and cultural
development. They are given the skills necessary to express their

textiles. In addition children explore the works and styles of famous, local,
photography, architecture and ceramics.
